The ability to win in a fast time at a mile has become a remarkable predictor of future sire 
success. Roman Rambler has done a 1:35.50 mile on the turf at Gulfstream. Showing his 



versatility, he has thrown a 92 speed rating at 5 1/2 furlongs on the turf at Hialeah and 
has won on the dirt at a mile at Calder.  He has earned checks on dirt that was fast, good 
or sloppy and on turf that was firm or good. Roman Rambler was one of those rare 
thoroughbreds who raced without Lasix.
